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January 30 to February 6 is known as Interdenominational Youth
Week. We usually think of it as C. E. Week.

We believe that an emphasis on the high ideals of C. E. would
be helpful in building morale on the home front and make youth
spiritually fit for the task that lies ahead.

Accordingly, the Trinity C. E. Society acted as host to a
Sioux County Youth Rally. Dr. Raymond Drukker of Annville, Kentucky
was secured as the guest speaker. As you know, Dr. Drukker is the
Director of the Reformed Church Mission work in Jackson County.

The church is carrying on a unified program and 1s reaping the
results of years of labor. The Northwestern Junior College Girls
Chorus furnished several splendid musical numbers under the able
direction of Miss Fern Smithe. The meeting began wlth a song service
led by Rev. R. J. Ongna. Harriet Muyskens played the plano and

Mrs. Wm. Langstraat (nee Alberta Slothouber) played the pipe organ.
Our C. E. President, Eugene Van Wyk, led in devotions and acted as
chairman of the meeting. A gist of Dr. Drukker's message follows:

Dr. Drukker in speaking to the youth proved that you can't do
mission work without education and taking care of the physical neeés.
The mountaineers have been acquainted with the Bible and classical
literature. Therefore their speech ie filled with quaint sayings
and phrases, although their usage sounds queer to us, they are
1iteral translations of the same. If they were to say that a watch
was strict, they would mean it was excellent. The word was used 1in
this sense by Chaucer. The Kentuckian uses this meaning in hils
everyday speech., The natives use the word respect. They mean that
you take a person at face value. This usage has a2 Biblieal back-
ground. Dr. Drukker also flavored his address with some humor. A
bit of spice was introduced when he related an Arab proverb as told
by Dr. Paul Harrison, "God gave to man 1O parts of speech, a woman
has nine".




All the C. E. Socileties in Sioux County were invited. We
estimate that over 300 young people attended the Rally. After the
meeting a light lunch was served. Dr. Drukker led in a Quiet Hour

with choruses and prayersi

We are proud
of our men, who give of their time and thelr talents ungelfishly
to their country. It is an honor and a privilege to serve a country
such as America, and as you are scattered to the four corners of the
earth, we realize that this war is being felt in almost every nation,
and that you are fighting for the freedom of the world. It may geem
that the forces of unrighteousness are stronger, but we know God
rules over all. It brings to mind a poem-I.once read, That it 1is
not alone through money, men and ships, but God will win the day.
