It marked the fifth
double of the season for the
left second baseman. A two-
out error in the fifth inning
allowed the Tiger runs to
score, cutting the lead 5-2. Not
being able to fight back, DWU
took the first loss of the day.
“Brett threw really well! Our
guys did a nice job doing what
they needed to offensively!”
said head coach Brain Wede.
Game two, the Raiders did
not have the same momentum,
taking the loss 4-12. Defensive
miscues hindered the Raiders
in game two, as DWU scored
seven runs in the first two
innings to take the lead 7-0.
